Election of Trustees 2011
The purpose of this paper is to receive and note  the results of election of trustees.
Background

The introduction of the Royal Charter in April 2008 saw a governance change for the Institute. As part of this move to chartered status, members became the legal owners of the organisation and now have an opportunity to vote and become Trustees of the Institute.

The charter allows for up to six elected members to sit as Trustees on the Board of the Institute.  Each year, CIEA Board members are elected on a rotational basis and one third of the Board members stand down and independent elections are held for these places. 
This year, Neil King and Kevin Hewison were co-opted to the Board and John Dunford moved to in the post of interim Chair, therefore three vacancies were advertised and Electoral Reform Services were appointed to manage the election process.
Nominations were invited from the voting members (Fellow, Full Members and Associate Members) for receipt by the end of May 2011
As per the CIEA election procedures,  the number of correctly completed nominations (2) did not exceed the number of vacancies (3), therefore, no membership election was required and the 1 candidate was declared elected unopposed.
In addition, the Trustees have agreed to co-opt  Sue Kirkham, ASCL Education Specialist.  Her period of co-option has been agreed for a 12 month period effective from 10 March Board of Trustees meeting.
